Instruction: Please re-read and annotate Episode 4 of The Odyssey.  Your packet will be due on Friday, December 3 and will count as a quiz grade.  

Pages 899-909: 

Every paragraph in italics and stanza must have a marginal note that briefly explains what is happening in that section.

Page 899- 

Literary device to look for is imagery- underline the image and label the sense it addresses.

Page 900- 

Stanza 1: Find one image, underline it, and label the sense it addresses.

 Stanzas 2-4 : Box lines that show a negative feeling between Odysseus and the Cyclops.

Page 902- 

Stanza 3: Literary device to look for: diction.  Find at least six examples of diction that show pain,          violence, or suffering.  Highlight these lines.  

Page 904- 

Bracket [     ] any lines that show Odysseus being clever, tricky, or lying. 

Underline any imagery that suggests violence, revenge, or pain.

Bracket [      ] any lines that show deception (lies or trickiness).

Explain how Polyphemus’ prayer might harm Odysseus.  In a second sentence, fully explain why Poseidon hates Odysseus.  
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
